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Overview 
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Å As of 21st July 2016, there have been 89 fatal collisions, which have resulted in 93 fatalities 

on Irish roads. 

Å This represents 10%more collisions (+8)and 8%more deaths (+7)compared to 

provisional Garda data for the same period in 2015. 

Å This is an unwelcome increase in numbers particularly in the context of the decrease in 
fatalities seen in 2015 (166) compared to 2014 (193).
